  Summer at Womble Park ends on a 
high note with concerts celebrating 
the 20th anniversary of Holly Springs 
Parks and Recreation. 
  Weôve got three free concerts during 
August and September. They include 
a rescheduling of The Embers featur-
ing Craig Woolard, who were on site 
for the July 5 celebration when show-
stopping storms knocked out power. 
  On this 20th anniversary, our Parks 
and Recreation Department is taking 
stock by looking back, and around, at 
all thatôs been accomplished so far.  
  ñThese achievements are definitely a 
reason to celebrate,ò said Len Brad-
ley, Parks and Recreation director.  
  To do that, the Parks and Recreation 
staff conducted a sponsorship cam-
paign. It reached out to companies 
with which it has had longstanding 
relationships.  
  The result was $30,000 in sponsor-
ships. They helped pay for a spectac-
ular fireworks show July 5 and to beef 
up festival concert lineups with big 
draws. 
  This yearôs HollyFest celebration will 

have more rides and bounce houses 
in addition to bigger name bands. 

  In 1996, the parks and recreation 
program began to take off, fueled by 
$2 million in bonds.  
  Bond proceeds and parks grants 
were used to buy the property for 
Womble Park and for the old school 
building across Stinson Avenue that 
became the Hunt Center.  
They were also used to create Bass 

Lake and Jones parks. 
  Proceeds from a 2010 bond referen-
dum paid to replace Womble Parkôs 
sloping grass soccer field with syn-
thetic turf and to add lights and tennis 
courts. Work was finished in 2013. 
  Turf and lights help us get much 
more usage for programs and rentals, 
including for soccer and lacrosse. 
  Sugg Farm at Bass Lake Park be-
came our home for events such as 
the July 5 celebration and HollyFest.

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  Holly Springs police are planning increased 
enforcement of crosswalk laws, especially in 
the downtown Village District and near 
schools.  
  Here are a few reminders of the law:   
 

Intersections with Ordinary Traffic Signals 

�x��Pedestrians must obey the same signals as 
drivers going in the same direction.  

�x��Pedestrians should not begin crossing when 
the light is yellow or red. 

�x��When crossing with a green light, pedestri-
ans have the right-of-way over all vehicles, 
including those turning across their paths. 

�x��If the light changes to yellow or red while 
pedestrians are in the street, drivers must 
wait for them to finish crossing safely. 

 

Intersections Without Traffic Signals 
 Pedestrians have the right-of-way if they are in 
marked crosswalks or in unmarked crosswalks 
formed by imaginary lines extending from the 
sidewalks across the streets. 
 

Mid-Block Crosswalks With No Traffic Signals 
 Drivers must yield to pedestrians in the crosswalk.

 Additional times for the life-saving 
classes could be added if needed.
