  Only use heaters with labels of a rec-
ognized testing laboratory.  Have a 3-
foot ñkid-free zoneò around all open 
fires and space heaters.   
  Keep flammable materials at least 3 
feet from space heaters. Donôt use 

stoves as a heat source.  
  Seconds count in an emergency, and 
knowing what to do can save a life.   
  Holly Springs Fire-Rescue has CPR 
classes and combination CPR and first 
aid classes available at cost for $20. 
These American Heart Association cer-
tification classes are designed for lay 
persons.  There are no age restrictions. 

  All classes are conducted at fire head-
quarters at 700 Flint Point Lane. 
  Register in person or online through 
Holly Springs Parks and Recreation.
