 § Place the grill a safe distance from 
lawn games, play areas and where 
people are walking. Keep children and 
pets away from the grill.

§ Use propane, charcoal and 
wood pellets outdoors only. 
Indoor use can be deadly be-
cause of the danger of fire or 
carbon monoxide poisoning. 
 

§ Place the grill well away from 
siding and deck railings and 
out from under eaves and over-
hanging tree branches.  
 

§ Donôt store or use a grill on a 
porch or balcony, including any 
porch or balcony on an upper
